T. S. ELIOT: His great contribution to the work of other poets is his insistence upon the
immensity of the amoung of conscious labor to be performed by the peoet; and
his invaluable suggestions for the kind of training the poet should give
himself - study of form, metrig and vocabulary in the poetry of divers
| iterature, and study of goed prose.
